This year’s enhancements  - 

 Fixed Visual Basic “out of range” error that occasionally occurred in Self and Personal Pronouns 
when analyzing long documents 

 Assorted improvements in analysis headers 

 A keyboard shortcut (Alt-Ctrl-Shift-C) which will be used to access a teacher-friendly menu for 
choosing previously set Assessment Settings in writing labs.  A great tool for tuning the 
assessment module for different student levels and different writing assignments.  Please 
contact us if interested in using this feature. 

 Assorted improvements in WWB dictionaries and suggestions 

 The “Negative” analysis now prints negative words even if the ratio of negative words is 
acceptable
